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What we learned from the CoGG 
Mozzie Control Team at the 

OGDCA public meeting in August 
 
Stagnant water equals mozzies - any water sitting in 
backyards can create breeding sites.  Just one unused 
backyard swimming pool can infest an entire 
neighbourhood block. 
CoGG has the authority to go and look at premises to 
check for sitting water, so if you know of an unused 
property that may be a likely source, let CoGG know. 
 
Aerial spraying was not permitted until 4 November 
2005. This year, the permit officially starts on 15 August, 
so the helicopters will start soon. Once the aerial 
spraying was done last year, the effectiveness went up 
from 49% to 81%.  
 
Ocean Grove has three types of 
mosquitoes: the saltmarsh variety - 
very robust; the freshwater 
‘container’ mosquito - breeds 
very quickly in backyards, and 
the ‘syphon breather’ - 
breathes through a syphon underwater in its larval form. 
The bad news about the saltmarsh mozzies are that they 
are day and night biters, unlike the freshwater mozzies 
which tend to only bite at night. 
 Of the 10,000 ha of wetlands in the CoGG, about 1,000 
ha are ‘mozzie breeders’.  Aerial spraying covers the 
wetland areas, using low level, low speed flying to focus 
on the source.  It’s not conducted in the townships so we 
don’t necessarily see it happening. 
 
In the towns, ‘fogging’ is used manually to control the 
freshwater mozzies.  This is usually done late at night to 
minimise impact on residents.   
 
The link between mosquitoes and Bairnsdale ulcer is 
unknown and is the subject of an intensive research 
program by the Bairnsdale Ulcer Research team.  The 
team will be testing samples, in conjunction with the DPI 
and the Victorian Infectious Diseases References 
Laboratory. 

Update on town maintenance 
 
You may recall that last year the Association arranged a 
bus tour around Ocean Grove with the Mayor and several 
officers from CoGG. While some of our concerns have 
been addressed we are still working with CoGG to have 
the other issues addressed. These issues include:  
 

• Coles Supermarket loading bay and the times 
trucks arrive to unload. This often creates a 
problem in the car-park. 

• The car-park near the 
Health Food shop. 

• Kingston Downs Estate 
footpaths, some good news 
- the work is in progress. 

• To be advised about a regular 
maintenance schedule for 
tree-pruning, weed control etc. The areas 
include Peers Cres, Coles car-park etc.

Shell Road Reserve 
 
The OG&DCA is developing a Master Plan for the Shell 
Road Reserve.  It is using the Bellarine Peninsula 
Recreational & Leisure Needs Report as the prime 
reference document and is consulting with all key 
stakeholders. The aim of this Master Plan is to put in 
place a strategy and commitment for the total 
development of the Shell Road Reserve over the coming 
years. As part of the Shell Road Reserve development 
the following is already in process. 
ü The construction of 2 soccer fields and associated car 
park. This is due for completion in October 2006. 

ü Short-listing of consultants for the detail design 
process of the Bellarine Aquatic Centre  and preparation 
of application for a State Government grant application 
towards the construction costs. 
 
 
 



Barwon Heads Bridge  
 
As everyone is probably aware the Barwon Heads Bridge is to be retained.  The 
Ministerial Advisory Committee (Panel) reconvened the Hearing on 11 September 
2006.  The Hearing will run over 5 weeks and sit 2 days per week.  
 
 VicRoads has put forward 9 options being: 
 

 
A Corridor 1 (Existing Corridor) 
A1 Upgrade Existing Bridge (vehicles, pedestrians, bikes, recreation); 
A2 Upgrade and widen Existing Bridge (vehicles, pedestrians, bikes, recreation); 

 
B Corridor 1 (Existing Corridor) 
B1 Upgrade Existing Bridge (pedestrians, bikes, recreation) and construct New 

Bridge south (vehicles only);  
B2 Upgrade Existing Bridge (vehicles only) and construct New Bridge south 

(pedestrian, bikes, recreation);  
B3 Upgrade Existing Bridge for one way west to east (vehicles, pedestrians, bikes 

and recreation) and construct New Bridge south for one way east to west 
(vehicles, pedestrians, bikes and recreation);  

 
C Corridor 2 (Geelong Road Extension) 
C1 C1 Upgrade Existing Bridge (pedestrians, bikes and recreation) and construct New 

Low Bridge at Geelong Road (vehicles, pedestrian, bikes);  
C2 Same as C1 except new bridge for vehicles only;  
C3 Same as C1 except 9.5m high bridge; 
C4 Same as C2 except 9.5m high bridge; 

 
 
VicRoads preferred options in order are: 
 

1. B1 
2. C1 
3. C3 

 
The final Hearing day is 10 October 2006.  The Panel then has up to 60 days to submit their recommendations to 
Government for consideration.  Therefore it is unlikely for Government to release its decision until late December 2006, 
particularly given that there is a State Election 25 November 2006. 
 
 

Ocean Grove Structure Plan 
 
It is understood that the Draft Structure Plan is currently being finalised.  Subject to Council 
approval in mid October 2006 it is anticipated that the Draft Structure Plan will be placed on Public 
Exhibition in early November 2006 for 3 weeks. 
 
In addition to being able to be viewed at the Ocean Grove Library and being placed on the CoGG 
Web site, Council is proposing to have an Information Stall in The Terrace shopping centre on a 
Saturday.   
 
The OG&DCA encourages everyone to view the Draft Structure Plan and provide written comments 
to the Council.

Deputation on road and traffic 
issues 

 
A range of road and traffic issues was on the agenda 
when the association met with representatives of 
VicRoads and the 
City of Greater 
Geelong in August. 
 
The meeting was 
convened by the 
Member for Bellarine, 
Lisa Neville. 
 
The association was 
represented by 
president Michael 
Harbour, vice president 
David Withington and traffic sub-committee chairman 
David Reid.  
 
Issues raised by the association delegation included the 
need for: 
 

• Better maintenance and landscaping of the 
major roundabout at Grubb Road-Bellarine 
Highway. 

 
• Improved litter collection and maintenance along 

Grubb Road. 
 

• VicRoads assistance in planning and establishing 
a walking-cycling trail around Ocean Grove. 

 
• Clarification of the responsibilities of VicRoads 

and the City of Greater Geelong. 
 

• Future support in implementing traffic initiatives 
recommended in the new Ocean Grove Structure 
Plan and associated Traffic Study. 

 
The association received a positive and constructive 
response from Ms Neville and the VicRoads and Council 
representatives on each of these issues. 
 
All items are being followed up and we will report 
progress as it occurs. 
 
 

State candidates to speak at 
community forum 

 
Ocean Grove residents will have an opportunity to quiz 
State Election candidates at a public forum on 
Wednesday 11 October. 
 
Speakers at the forum will include the ALP Member for 
Bellarine, Lisa Neville, her Liberal opponent, Don Gibson, 
and the Greens candidate for the seat, Justin Teague. 
 
The forum will be held at the Grove Centre in President’s 
Avenue, starting at 7.30pm. 
 
After a brief address by each candidate, the forum will 
be thrown open to questions from the floor. 
 
The association will be keen to seek responses from the 
candidates on a range of major issues facing Ocean 
Grove. 
 
Top of the association’s agenda is the need for State 
funding to assist Council in implementing the master plan 
for development of Shell Road Reserve. Council has 
applied for a $2.5 million State grant for construction of 
the long-awaited Bellarine Aquatic Centre, while State 
support is also required for potential relocation of the 
Bellarine Community Health Centre and Ocean Grove 
Neighbourhood House, the proposed clubrooms for use 
by the various sporting clubs, and other sporting facilities 
planned for the reserve. 
 
Other key issues sure to be highlighted at the forum 
include traffic problems, police numbers, mosquito 
control and planning policies. 

The State Election will be held on Saturday, 25
